Wrede, “Unless these two figures are deprived of all historical reality it is obvious that the title of ‘Jesus’ disciple’ is hardly applicable to Paul.

To Paul Jesus is an object not only of belief, but also of religious verneration

Jn10:30 “The Father and I are one”, Jn10:58 “Even before Abraham, I am”

Pg5 Did Jesus feel he was a part of that salvation, an object of worship??

Jn9:38 “The blind man worshipped Jesus”

(valid Quote) The Son of Man who gave his life for many (ransom)

Don’t assume bible is historically accurate.

Paul  worked with disciples.  If Paul was creating a ‘new’ religion they would have been at odds with him.
Are the examples in John valid to use?  Was ‘I am’ redacted?

(not necessarily authentic) Mark 10 Son of Man to give his life for ransom… didn’t Jesus claim to be the Son of Man?

Paul was first missionary.
Jesus -> fulfilled Judaism to the jews

Paul  -> taugh a new religion to the gentiles.  Necesistated different examples. Complex greek thought.

He was first to explain salvation intelligible upon a rational system.

Paul uses Stoicism, Logos.  Founder of Logos Christology and ecclesiastical dogma.

Pg 77 “Jesus had no special reason for propounding a theological system to his followers.  His work was purposely confined to Israel…[he wanted to propound] belief in the final Messiancic redemption and the priciples of lof of God and one’s neighbour Matthew 22.36-40
(cumin example)

He combated prevailing pietism…the divine law was known perfectly well to them yet he saw that they were formalists, untrue, inconsistent, and making no attempt to fulfill the will of God.

Pg 78. “the prayer of his holy church to which he looked forward was simply a summary of current Jewish petitions and its life was simply that of the pious and thoughtful Jew, awaiting the kingdom with full certainty and awe”

The church did not have need of a new theology, therefore Jesus and the earliest congreargations were unconcered with a systematic theology.

Pg 79  Had his preaching beeen joint with a theology open to disputation, access to his person would have been greatly impeded… though he did lay down some major points Even matthew wanted less strict things Matt 2:27"The sabbath was made for humankind, and not humankind for the sabbath” M7:15 And as he sat at dinner F23 in Levi's F24 house, many tax collectors and sinners were also sitting F25 with Jesus and his disciples—for there were many who followed him” M10:5 Concerning divorce.. no longer do it.
So Jesus broke major Jewish rules which came down from Moses and God ‘The authority’.    

Pg 80”views implying so fundamental an upheaval destroyed all hope for a ‘reform’ of Judaism, .”

Pg 84 Faith and works

Paul had such a close connection to the spirit pf Pharisaism, and stood so much beneath the law that and was obliged to overcome the perverted tendency to strive on behalf of the law. (so as to miss the important things [again cumin]).  Jesus had confidence, devotion with purity and inward love upon the infinite goodness of the heavenly father (scripture).  Thus Paul’s great question works or faith finds no place in the preaching of Jesus.  

Jesus called to be like children (ever ready to receive divine gifts) not like the self-conscious  and introspective spirit of the Pharisees, ever watching and balancing accounts with God, was a great obstacle in Faith.

Matt 5:20”

For I tell you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.”

Paul continues the arguments of jesus.

Idea of being righteous and then god owing you something pg 70-86?

Galatians 2:21 "I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness comes
by the law, then Christ is dead in vain!"
Pg 100 Paul had different experience than Jesus.  Conversion divided his life into two parts.  With, in Paul’s opinion, (why) no transition between them.  “ new creation” “former values have list perpotion” “I no longer live but Christ in me”.  No one can describe a breach with his past in stronger terms than Paul.  Hence his religious though is concerned entirely with contrast between the present and the past, life and death or light and darkness.  Paul was not exaggerated by his ocmparsion of let there be light 2 cor 4:6..

With Jesus no signs of a major turning point like this.  The only breach with the past is that he broke away from family and friends.

So Paul was a sinner and now he was no more.. Grace had a special meaning for him that may not have been there for JC

Contrast Jesus and Paul

Admittedly jesus was apocalyptic man

Are differences – Christianity of Paul was one of conversion and redemption among gentiles 

Pg 114.

Both have themes of love… Paul 1 Cor 13 and Rom 12 .. Jesus greatest commandments.. 

Paul  has many teachings which are Greek in influence Rom 7:2, R 8:13, 1 th 4:12 1 Cor 7:35,

And shows stoics joint with Isaiah 40:31  Philippians 4:13 I can do all things through Christ
Paul calls on Abba with Jesus, but Jeus also is an object of veneration.

Only allow proof which is acceptaded as paul or allow disputed since the faith really is based on everything in the canon.
Mysterious.. spiritual.. miraculous element spirit.

Notas de Rodrigo

Although positivism has lost some juice.  Scholars ignore the role of the Spirit. (though they must if they are to be neutral).  Also miracles.

Authority of NT, outside scope of this essay.. but .here is summary
Although I think Schwitzer (who, where), was misguided (why), when he said Jesus sacrificed himself to ‘force’ God to usher in the apocalypse.

Ahistiorcal view: Why look for historical Jesus?  Even if ‘our’ view of him is not exactly 

historical (which it apparently is not??)  It has never been ‘the church’s’ position to 

worship the ‘historical’ Jesus.

If inspired by God then the changes too (redatctions and ‘inconsistencies’) were inspired by God.

To ignore the supernatural is to say that you want to ‘scientifically / historically’ prove that flying isn’t possible, but then deny the existence of air.

Shortcomings of historical method

(Troxel) paraphrase- how do I prove that I love my wife?  You can say “I helped raise children”, “I gave gifts”.. but this does not prove that I loved her.

Pg311. Paul claims to not have invented the doctrine of atonement 1 cor 11:25, 15:3, rom 3:25, 5:11

Hebrews 9-10 has atonement as does disputed verse in John.  Did they have access to Paul??

Hence any matter under debate could be settled by a qutotation from its pages:  for obviously when God had given his ruling, when God’s own literal words had been heard, nothing more remained to be said.  This completely authoritative estimate of the [Hebrew Bible]  was accepted by Paul without question, as can be seen from certain passages in his epistles where a single… ‘it is written,’ is deemed sufficient to clinch an argument and foreclose all discussion.”

Pg. 56 Stoic schools… had gained enormous prestige, its adherents were everywhere.  “Tarsus itself was a prominent centre of Stoic culture.” (Hellenistic)

Hellinism influenced Judaism, Stoicism.,  Hellensim new ideas, different ways of looking at things.  Use of Greek tounge invlolved a certain infusion of the greek spirit.(septuagent was what paul read)

Pg. 55 Paul prob read this guy--

Philo the Hellenist claimed to have discovered the essential harmony between the Mosaic Law and the Stoic Law of Nature.  

“by [paul’s] own confession, he was “debtor both to the Greeks, and to the Barbarians.” Rom1:14

But different, there [in stoicism] was no ‘doctine of grace.  The one thing which to Paul was paramount, the one glorious truth to which Christianyity existed to proclaim, was nowhere is Stoicism at all.

Stocism left people emptypg 63.  The age was “excessively religious”, as Paul told the Athenians Act 17:22

Some converts would carry  cultic behavour over into their Chrisitanitya and Paul addressed this pg 71 col 8

Diaspora: Those Jews living outside the land of Israel.
Certainly paul had spoken to men who had seen Jesus.

Stoicism: This group taught that human beings should be free from passion, unmoved by joy or grief, and submissive to natural law, calmly accepting all things as the result of divine will

A development from Cynicism. Unlike Cynics, Stoics accept the ideas of society and social duty, and also argue that while external goods (health, friendship, money etc.) are not essential for happiness, they are still preferable to external evils (sickness, enmity, poverty etc

A Greek philosophy that became popular among the upper classes in Roman times, Stoicism emphasized duty, endurance, self-control, and service to the gods, the family, and the state. Its adherents believed in the soul's immortality, rewards, and punishments after death, and in a divine force (providence) that directs human destiny. Paul encountered Stoics when preaching in Athens (Acts 17:18-34), and Stoic ideas appear in Ecclesiastes, the Wisdom of Solomon, Proverbs, John 4:23 and 5:30, James 1:10, and 1 Peter 2:17.
